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1. Introduction

In RAN#28 a new work item for introduction of DS-CDMA into the 1700 MHz band only in Japan was approved [1]. To clarify the whole picture of the work, the necessary works with required efforts are shown. In addition, the following split of the responsibilities is proposed, considering the nature of the work item.

2. Proposed work structure
Taking into account the nature of the work item, the work structure shown in the Table 1 is proposed. Regarding item #1, based on the investigation at the National Information and Communications council of Japan, we provide our deployment scenario [2]. Regarding item #2 of the table, as for BS and UE specifications, both spurious emissions limits and receiver spurious emissions limits should be changed as described.  Furthermore, as for the UE specifications, reference sensitivity level should be changed as described in [2].

The conclusion of the study will be provided to RAN4 as regional requirements with background information. Based on the conclusion provided, contributions will be made to propose necessary changes in those specifications (Item #3). RAN4 is expected to check its feasibility and rationale, and then generates appropriate CRs for the relevant specifications (Item #4.1 and #4.2). There will be some extra changes in RAN2 and RAN5 specifications as well to support DS-CDMA in the 1700 MHz band as in item #5 and #6 respectively.
