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After a long and sustained period of excellent performance the above graph clearly shows the extent of the problem and the need for action.

Objective

The purpose of the work item is to determine the causes of the unacceptable increase in BER and propose methods to ensure the BER falls below and stays below a 5% threshold for the remainder of the life of RAN WG4.
It is suspected that the problem may be related to the auto correlation result of RAN WG4 meetings which, being regular events shows many strong peaks including one at 9 months. Attempts to randomize the meeting schedule look like being overly constrained and so a possible alternative solution might be to require installing some kind of antenna filter to limit spurious emissions during meetings which fall within 9 ± 0.5 months of any future meetings.
