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1. Participation
The UMTS900 off-line session was held in the evening of Wednesday August 31st, 11 delegates from the following companies have participated this UMTS900 off-line work session : Ericsson (1), Lucent (1), Nokia (2), Nortel (1), Orange (2), Qualcomm(1), Siemens (2), Vodafone (1).
2. Discussion

a. Simulation results summary
1) R4-050992 “UMTS900 simulation results summary”
The ACLR and ACS of UMTS BS/UE and GSM BS/MS are reviewed in detail, it was agreed that :

· A separate contribution will be prepared for giving the detail calculation of ACIR values for UMTS UL/DL as victim and GSM UL/DL as victim, this new contribution will be used for updating the TR25.816.
· The simulation results summary document R4-040992 will contain only the values of ACIR without giving calculation detail.

· The simulation results for scenario 3 from Nokia (Tdoc R4-050998) will be integrated into the results summary document R4-050992.
· The Summary document is to be updated with the comments and suggestions from the discussions.

b. Response LS to ECC-PT1
2) R4-050993 “LS on < Preliminary UMTS900 simulation results >”

· The draft LS was reviewed, after some modification, the LS was agreed in principle. The LS from ECC-PT1 has asked the opinion of RAN 4 on the UMTS900/1800 system parameters, in the response LS, RAN 4 confirms that the UMTS1800 system parameters are in line with UMTS1800 system technical specifications, UMTS900 parameters are in line with RAN 4 simulation assumptions for the sharing study between UMTS and GSM in 900 MHz band.
· The final approved version of R4-050992 will be enclosed in the annex of the response LS.

c. Interference analysis method for scenario 6
3) R4-050994 “Interference analysis method proposal for the scenario 6”

· It was agreed that
· Consider only the UMTS UE maximum Tx power of 21 dBm
· Add the Indoor UMTS UE Tx power distribution derived from simulations for scenario 5 as an option. 90% and 50% points are to be taken into account.
· Two typical distances between UMTS UE and GSM pico-BTS are agreed as 3 m and 15 m.
  d. Work plan
· It was believed that the UMTS900 work could be completed by December 2005 as planned. For achieving this target, preparation work needs to be done before the next RAN 4 meeting in November.
· Draft CRs need to be prepared before September 20th, the next conference is planned as Monday September 26th at 2h p.m. CET time. The objective of this planned conference call is to review the proposed draft CRs.
· If necessary, a second conference call can also be envisaged for the middle of October depending the progress made at the first conference call.
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
