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1 Initial simulation results and discussion
At the RAN WG4 #38 meeting it was decided that initial assessment should be made on the benefits from introducing requirements of Type 3 for HS-SCCH reception [1]. Initial simulation results are shown in Figure 1, using the same simulation scenarios for type 1 and type 3 receivers.
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Figure 1 Initial simulation results showing the benefit of using Type 3 instead of Type 1 receiver for HS-SCCH detection.
From the graph it can be concluded that the gain in the current scenarios is in the order of 1 dB or less. Due to the limited gain, we propose that there is no need for separate requirements on Type 3 receivers, but the Type 1 requirements can be applied also for this case. 
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
