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1. Overall Description:

GERAN WG1 thanks the joint ETSI ERM / MSG Group on GSM onboard aircraft (GSMOB) for their liaison statement asking for comments to the ECC Report 93 on the compatibility study between GSM on board aircraft and terrestrial networks and the draft ECC decision ECC/DEC(06)FF.

After some study of the compatibility study and the draft ECC decision GERAN WG1 raises two comments for the TECHNICAL ANNEX of the draft ECC decision ECC/DEC(06)FF:

· Within 3GPP GERAN WG1 understands that the 2.5/2.6 GHz UMTS specifications have been  defined and enhancements are now being developed. Hence it is envisaged that this band will be used in the near future. Consequently GERAN WG1 proposes that the list of bands to be controlled identified in A.1 should be increased to also include the 2.6 GHz band. Note that this change would also have to be reflected in the tables in A.2 (Table 1) and A.3 (Table 2) of the technical annex. Additionally delegates within GERAN WG1 believe that the unpaired UMTS bands should also be considered for inclusion in the list.
· The technical requirements described in the technical annex appear to limit the system to only support a single BTS per aircraft. It is envisaged that multiple BTS/carriers will be possible (which is also reflected in the analysis carried out in the compatibility report) and hence GERAN WG1 would suggest that the technical annex is adjusted accordingly. 

GERAN WG1 has no further comments to add at this time but would like to point out that this position does not preclude individual companies on commenting in their own right through the CEPT public consultation process. 

2. Actions:
