Minutes

The simulation assumptions to use for the upcoming eNodeB demodulation simulations were discussed. The agreed assumptions are documented in [1-3].

In the previous meeting in Orlando it was agreed to use a ML channel estimator with a MMSE equalizer. There may be different interpretations of this. At the moment it was felt that there is no need to clarify this further. However it should be noted that differences in implementation of channel estimator and equalizer may explain differences in the ideal results.

Comparison of results was discussed. It was agreed both curves and values were to be compared. For comparison of values the required SNR for the given performance requirement should be supplied. To be able to easily draw curves on top of each other the performance for a given SNR should be supplied. Ericsson will supply a suitable template for reporting the results.
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
