Transmission Gaps

If the UE requires transmission gaps to identify and measure interfrequency and/or interRAT cells, a single transmission gap pattern with constant gap duration is used for concurrent monitoring of all frequency layers and RATs.
For GERAN, UTRA FDD, and LTE FDD monitoring, [6ms] gap durations are sufficient. A longer gap duration of [TBD]ms shall be used only when there is a need to monitor any other radio access technologies for which a [6ms] gap is insufficient.
