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Background and discussion

The core requirement for BS output power is agreed and documented in TR 36.804 [1]. The requirement should also be included in the E-UTRA BS core specification TS 36.104.

Proposal

It is proposed that the attached text proposal for BS output power is included in TS 36.104.

Base station output power

Output power, Pout, of the base station is the mean power of one carrier delivered to a load with resistance equal to the nominal load impedance of the transmitter.

Maximum output power, Pmax, of the base station is the mean power level per carrier measured at the antenna connector in a specified reference condition.
6.2.1
Minimum requirement
In normal conditions, the base station maximum output power shall remain within +2 dB and -2 dB of the rated output power declared by the manufacturer.

In extreme conditions, the base station maximum output power shall remain within +2.5 dB and -2.5 dB of the rated output power declared by the manufacturer.

In certain regions, the minimum requirement for normal conditions may apply also for some conditions outside the range of conditions defined as normal.
