Summary
The version of TS 36.141 incorporated in this .zip file contains proposed text changes for the LTE eNode B Operating band unwanted emissions test, to define the measurement uncertainties and Test Tolerances.
As this test is required for a regulatory requirement, and the type of measurements are similar to those performed previously, proposed figures are entered without [ ].  

· Uncertainty figures have been proposed for Test 6.6.3 in “Acceptable uncertainty of Test system”, section 4.1.2.1.
· The Test Requirements in clauses 6.6.3.5.1 and 6.6.3.5.2 have been updated to include Test Tolerances. The principle used has been that measurements with frequency offsets up to twice the channel bandwidth are relaxed by a Test Tolerance equal to the measurement uncertainty. However, measurements with frequency offsets of twice the channel bandwidth or more are regulatory requirements, and are not relaxed (Test Tolerance = 0). This is intended to align with ITU-R SM.329-10, where the spurious domain generally consists of frequencies separated from the centre frequency of the emission by 250% or more of the necessary bandwidth of the emission. Since the wanted transmission itself will extend to 50% of the bandwidth on each side of the centre frequency, the remaining offset will be 200% of the channel bandwidth.
· The Test Requirements in clause 6.6.3.5.3 have been updated. As all the additional requirements are regulatory they are not relaxed (Test Tolerance = 0). This is intended to align with FCC requirements.

· Table G.1-1 has been completed for Test 6.6.3 in “Derivation of Test Requirements”.
