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Introduction

The input intermodulation is a measure of the capability of the Repeater to inhibit the generation of interference in the pass band, in the presence of interfering signals on frequencies other than the pass band.  Since it is very similar with UTRA FDD repeater, we can take TS25.106 as reference.
Proposal

It is proposed that Input intermodulation requirement should be maintained in  LCR TDD repeater  specifications, but some modification should be done because the coexisting systems of LCR TDD repeater are different.
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
