Introduction
In the recent RAN1 meeting in Jeju the TBS table was further updated. The changes affect the QPSK reference channel for 3 RBs (A1-where the payload changed from 288 to 256. It was agreed to use this payload size for updating the requirements [1]. The reference channel used for timing alignment tests with 3 RBs (A1-8) is also affected and is also updated accordingly. In this contribution an update of the relevant simulation results are presented.
Results in-channel selectivity

For in channel selectivity “almost ideal “ assumptions are used [2]. An implementation margin is then added to these results to obtain the final requirement.
For channel A1-4 the required SNR required for 95% throughput is: -0.60 dB.
Results timing alignment

For the UL timing adjustements the assumptions in [3] are used. For the timing alignment scenario 2 the 1.4 MHz the simulation result with impairment becomes: -1,65 dB.
