Overall description:
RAN WG1 would like to inform that it has further discussed CSG cell identification in RAN1#54. From the study shown in [1] we can summarize the following:

· PCI reservation schemes for CSG cell identifications seems to be an adequate strategy for CSG / open access mixed deployments within the same carrier frequency
· Different number of PCIs are required for an acceptable collision probability depending on the density of CSG cells
Based on discussions in RAN1#53bis and RAN1#54, RAN WG1 recommends:

· Use PCI reservation for the identification of CSG cells (no need to extend the PCI space for Rel-8)
· The operator selects the number of PCIs reserved for CSG based on the deployment characteristics
· A mechanism is defined to signal the PCI partitioning (open / CSG) to the UE
