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1 Introduction
In RAN4#51 meeting, for the PMI requirements, the agreed way forward was that companies are invited to check the feasibility of the tentative requirement, targeting for the removal of the square brackets in the RAN4 #51bis meeting [1]. In this document, we provide our simulation results for PMI reporting requirements according to Sections 6 and 7 of [2]. The simulation setup is as given in Section 9.4 of [3].
2 Simulation Results
The results for precoding gains of single PMI reporting and multiple PMI reporting are shown in figure 1 and figure 2 respectively. From the provided simulation results, the tentative PMI requirements in [3] are seen acceptable.
