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1. Introduction:
TSG RAN WG1 meeting #57bis discussed the impact of MIMO activation to non-MIMO devices operating in the same cell and agreed to a common reference configuration for MIMO cells according to current specifications as follows
· P-CPICH on antenna 1 

· S-CPICH on antenna 2 

· P-CPICH is not transmitted in diversity mode; thus according to current Rel-99 – Rel-8 specifications:
· SCH and P-CCPCH cannot be transmitted in diversity mode,
· All the other channels to be received by non-MIMO UEs cannot be transmitted in diversity mode
TSG RAN WG1 is considering the following possible modifications to the current specifications:
· Introduce a new UE capability indication for a MIMO UE support for receiving downlink control channels (HS-SCCH, F-DPCH, E-AGCH, E-HICH, E-RGCH) in STTD mode when the UE is configured in MIMO mode with P-CPICH & S-CPICH as phase references, but P-CPICH is not in STTD mode
· Introduce signaling of S-CPICH power offset (if different from P-CPICH) to UEs in MIMO mode

· Introduce a possibility to indicate to the non-MIMO UEs the presence, channelization code of the S-CPICH in the cell even though the S-CPICH would not be configured as a phase reference to these UEs

RAN WG1 evaluation is expected to conclude on the usefulness of the abovementioned specification changes in meeting #58. The standard releases in which some or all of the abovementioned components could be introduced is to be decided, and calls for RAN WG2 and WG3 expertise.
2. Actions:

To TSG-RAN2: RAN WG1 kindly asks RAN WG2 to consider the possibilities of introducing the abovementioned signallings to the RRC specification as well as consider in which releases such changes could be introduced.
To TSG-RAN3: RAN WG1 kindly asks RAN WG3 to consider the possibilities of introducing the abovementioned signallings to the NBAP/RNSAP specification as well as consider in which releases such changes could be introduced.
To TSG-RAN4: RAN WG1 kindly asks RAN WG4 to take the above information into account.
