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Background and discussion
In the last RAN4 meeting, the requirement of Transmitter spurious emissions had been introduced into the MSR specification TS 37.104[1] from the MSR Work Item TR 37.900[2]. But the requirement of Protection of the BS receiver of own or different BS is still waiting for endorsement from GERAN in the time of RAN4#52. Since the GERAN#43 has endorsed the text of Protection of the BS receiver of own or different BS (BC2) in [3], this requirement can be introduced into [1].
Proposal

It is proposed that the attached text proposal is approved for the MSR Specification TS 37.104 [1].
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TEXT PROPOSAL:
6.6.1.2
Protection of the BS receiver of own or different BS

This requirement shall be applied for FDD operation in order to prevent the receivers of Base Stations being desensitised by emissions from the BS transmitter. It is measured at the transmit antenna port for any type of BS which has common or separate Tx/Rx antenna ports.

6.6.1.2.1
Minimum Requirement

The power of any spurious emission shall not exceed the limits in Table 6.6.1.2.1-1.
