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1. Introduction

RAN4 would like to thank RAN5 for their LS in R4-09xxxx (R5-095305) entitled “LS on A-MPR Test Requirements” and the received attachment R5-094995 “CR Correction CR to 36.521-1: Update of Requirements for Additional Maximum Power Reduction (A-MPR) test”
RAN4 would like to provide the following response regarding the requested actions included in R4-09xxxx (R5-095305).

Action:  Clarify the proper handling of the 1.5 dB relaxation in the maximum output power lower tolerance limit at the band edges as defined in TS 36.101 clause 6.2.2 when MPR and A-MPR are applied.

RAN4 has agreed that the band edge relaxation (in bands where it is specified applicable) and the MPR / A-MPR values are cumulative, i.e. their sum is applied as a relaxation when both are applicable.    

Some of the relevant aspects have been also clarified with recent changes in Section 6.2.5 in TS 36.101 in the CR R4-093365 “CR Pcmax definition”. However, if it is felt that further clarifications are necessary to reflect the agreement mentioned above, further text changes to Section 6.2.5 can be considered.

A background to the decision regarding the accumulation of the band edge relaxation and MPR / A-MPR can be found in discussion document R4-091881 “MPR and band edge relaxation”.  
Action: Analyze the latest status of our A-MPR test case development and to consider the corresponding editorial change to Table 6.2.4-2 in a future revision of TS 36.101.
RAN4 would like to point out that the A-MPR applicable to unspecified allocation cases has already been clarified with the added sentence in Section 6.2.4 in TS 36.101. The relevant paragraph is quoted below with the applicable text underlined. 
“Additional ACLR and spectrum emission requirements can be signalled by the network to indicate that the UE shall also meet additional requirements in a specific deployment scenario. To meet these additional requirements, Additional Maximum Power Reduction A-MPR is allowed for the output power as specified in Table 6.2.2-1. Unless stated otherwise, an A-MPR of 0 dB shall be used.”
Although the text changes in R5-094995 to Table 6.2.4.3-2 are not contradicting the above, RAN4 is not planning to apply the same changes in Table 6.2.4-2 because the general statement quoted above already applies. Also, if the changes in Table 6.2.4-2 were applied then, for consistency reasons, similar changes should be also applied elsewhere (Tables 6.2.3-1 and 6.2.4-1). 
2. Actions: 

RAN4 kindly asks RAN5 to consider the above information in the development of the RF test specifications.
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
