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1. Summary discussion
The introduction of a new E‑UTRA frequency band for the European region (“EU800”) has been agreed within RAN4 in May 2009 [1], resulting from definition of a work item created by CEPT [2] and addressed by RAN plenary in March 2009 [3].

Several change request (CR) documents have been composed to address the current lack of specifications for the EU800 spectrum band definitions and requirements for the base station (BS) equipment within the specifications.  The relevant technical documents are presented to RAN4 [4] [5].  These CRs are aligned with parameters defined in the current version of the EU800 technical report [6].
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
