The skeleton BS TR for CA WI was approved in RAN4 #54 meeting [1]. Some proposals were presented in the last meeting [2, 3]. 
This document presents a text proposal for the CA BS TR regarding Clause 6.1 (General) based on [4].

Transmitter characteristics

6.1
General

A BS supporting carrier aggregation transmits several component carriers simultaneously. All component carriers are rel-8 compatible. A BS supporting intra-band CA transmits component carriers simultaneously in the same operating band. A BS supporting inter-band CA transmits component carriers simultaneously over several operating bands.
Some clarifications should be made for carrier aggregation, especially for intra-band contiguous CA. The specifications for contiguous CA should be defined after comparing similar requirements in DC-HSDPA and MSR. The requirements related to spectrum should be based on multi-carriers.

6.1
General

Unless otherwise stated, the requirements in clause 6 are expressed for a single transmitter antenna connector. In case of transmit diversity, MIMO transmission, or inter-band carrier aggregation the requirements apply for each transmitter antenna connector. 
Unless otherwise stated, the transmitter characteristics are specified at the BS antenna connector (test port A) with a full complement of transceivers for the configuration in normal operating conditions. If any external apparatus such as a TX amplifier, a filter or the combination of such devices is used, requirements apply at the far end antenna connector (port B).
A BS supporting carrier aggregation transmits several component carriers simultaneously. All component carriers are rel-8 compatible. A BS supporting intra-band CA transmits component carriers simultaneously in the same operating band. A BS supporting inter-band CA transmits component carriers simultaneously over several operating bands. Unless otherwise stated the requirements related with spectrum specification in clause 6 for intra-band contiguous component carriers transmitted by a single antenna should be applied to all the CCs simultaneously.
Unless otherwise stated the requirements in clause 6 applies at all times, i.e. during the Transmitter ON period, the Transmitter OFF period and the Transmitter transient period.
