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1 Introduction

The 8C-HSDPA work item has been approved during 3GPP RAN #50 [1]. This contribution discusses the impact of 8-Carrier operation on the BS technical specifications TS 25.104 in terms of core requirements.
2 Impact on TS 25.104
2.1 Transmitter Requirements

As the introduction of the 8C-HSDPA operation does not make any difference compared to 4C-HSDPA existing requirements, the only foreseen impact on TS25.104 can be on section 6.8.4 Time Alignment Error, where the current minimum requirement might be too stringent for 8C operation, but only if more than 4 adjacent carriers in one band are configured.

No impact on receiver performance requirements.

Based on the analysis provided in this paper, the 8C scenario in Band 1 [2] considered for proof of concept is considered feasible also from base station core requirement perspective. RAN4 will continue developing the core requirements. 
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
