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1. Overall Description:

RAN4 thanks RAN2 for their question on the validity of the following RAN2 assumption (applicable to a proposed enhancement of the UTRAN to E-UTRAN redirection case):
“The time to continue to search for a cell within a set (1-8) of E-UTRA frequencies in case no suitable cells are found could be set to: (nr of signalled E-UTRA frequencies) x 1 seconds.”

RAN4’s current understanding is that the above assumption may not always be valid. In particular, considering all components/steps of the process needed by a redirected UE to fully camp on a LTE cell, i.e. system selection, frequency/cell acquisition and SI reading (at least SI-1 and SI-2), the 1-second per EUTRA frequency does not always seem to be sufficient. 2 seconds could be considered a more reasonable minimum time. It is RAN4’s veiw that RAN4 can not provide any specific guidance about the time to be used in TS 25.331, as that time is referring to how long a UE should try to find a suitable cell before giving up and start some other RRC procedures. RAN4 recommends that RAN2 select any suitable time above or equal to 2 seconds per frequency.
