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1. Overall Description
RAN 4 would like to thank RAN 2 for the LS in R2-115522 on the impacts of UE architecture to the UPH definition.  RAN2 discussed the definition of UE transmission power headroom (UPH) with the introduction of uplink CLTD operation (in R2-115472). RAN 2 asked RAN4 to clarify whether it is allowed for the UE to operate in halved of the maximum power (i.e. operate with the half power PA only) due to the UE implementing 1 full power and 1 half power PA.

RAN 4 would like to clarify that it has been agreed so far that the maximum output power requirement is applicable “per UE” (the measurement is done per antenna and the combined value is compared with respect to the requirements) for a UE with uplink transmit diversity; the same legacy nominal maximum output power level should be fulfilled by any UE, independently from the chosen architecture for any activation status. 

RAN 4 concludes that the UE is not allowed to operate in halved of the maximum power.
