Introduction
The transmitter intermodulation requirement is a measure of the capability of the transmitter to inhibit the generation of signals in its non linear elements caused by presence of the own transmit signal and an interfering signal reaching the transmitter via the antenna. It is agreement in RAN4 that this requirement should be applied to Relay. For the access link it is straightforward to reuse the corresponding requirement of BS, the text proposal is attached as follows. However, further investigation is necessary to check whether the transmitter IM requirement of UE is applicable for backhaul link or it should be further tightened.
