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1. Attendance
The following companies were present:

2. Duplexer passband

The width of the passband of each of the dual duplexers was discussed. It was agreed to assume a passband bandwidth of 2x30 MHz.

3. Support for channel bandwidths

Which channel bandwidths to support for the bands was discussed. The agreement was to assume support for 3, 5, 10, 15 and 20 MHz channel bandwidths. It was also agreed that the current channel raster (100 kHz) can be used with the understanding that there will be some restrictions on the locations of 20 MHz carriers for FDD.
4. Coexistence levels with TV broadcast
The required emission levels for coexistence with TV broadcasting were discussed. We noted that the AWG decision is -34 dBm/MHz measured over the bandwidth of one TV channel. However no agreement was reached on how this should be taken into account in 3GPP specifications.

5. Phone conference

Tentatively a phone conference to further discuss UE requirements will be held sometime during the week of 12-16 December (the week after RAN plenary). Ericsson will send out an invitation on the bands reflector.
