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1. Overall Description:

RAN4 would like to thank RAN1 for the LS on FeICIC in R1-120927, where RAN4 is asked to provide feedback with respect to CP length assumption.
This issue comes from the discussion of cell detection principles especially in a 9dB CRE bias environment. From Rel. 10 eICIC, it has been assumed that the network is synchronized within a certain range, e.g. 3us, which is reflected in RAN4 simulation assumptions. In addition, CP lengths of cells in the network have been considered to be the same and if they are different, RAN4 needs to do additional works to verify the performance for this case while the useful scenario having different CP lengths is not clear. 
In response to the LS, RAN4 would like to inform the following:

· RAN4 agrees on the CP length should be same in tests.

· RAN4 is not clear the motivation of having different CP lengths for FeICIC 
· Considering remaining work load, RAN4 does not intend to define a new test case for different CP lengths for FeICIC 
2. Actions:

RAN4 would like to respectively request RAN1 and RAN2 to take into account the RAN4 feedback in their on-going and future work on FeICIC.
