Introduction
The inter-band carrier aggregation core requirements for Band 4 and Band 12 are captured in CA TRab.cde [2]. This contribution provides the text proposal to add additional smaller supported E-UTRA bandwidths. These bandwidth requirements come from the need to support operator’s new deployment scenarios.

Discussion

The inter-band carrier aggregation for Band 4 and Band 12 is established in work item RP-111316 [1]. In 3GPP TR ab.cde v0.2.0 which captures the core requirements of inter-band Carrier Aggregation, the supported E-UTRA bandwidths per CA configuration are listed in Table 6.2.2.1.1-1,

Note that the minimum supported component carrier bandwidths for both band 4 and band 12 are 5MHz. The smaller bandwidths are not considered in the table as there is no clear need of operator’s deployment scenarios. However, recently some operators with the spectrum holdings in AWS (Band 4) and 700MHz (Band 12) are planning to deploy the inter-band carrier aggregation CA_4-12 with smaller bandwidths. One possible deployment example is 1.4/3 MHz of band 4 aggregated with 5MHz of band 12. So the smaller bandwidths should be added and supported since new carrier aggregation deployment scenarios are introduced here. 
Thus we propose to add the smaller bandwidth support in the work item of inter-band carrier aggregation CA_4-12 to accommodate the new operator’s deployment scenarios. The proposed text change is in Annex A.
