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1. Overall Description:

RAN4 would like to thank RAN1 for the follow-up LS in R1-123067 and inform RAN1 further decision made in RAN4.

As indicated in response LS R4-122226, it is not desirable for the UE to change transmission power within partial overlap period. RAN4 is with the opinion that the transmission power during overlap period can be an UE implementation issue thus it is suggested that RAN1 does not specify any UE behaviour taking into account the possible transmission power values during that period.
[Since RAN4 has decided that the partial overlap period is too short to apply MPR/AMPR schemes, RAN4 is aware that there is no definite Pcmax for the overlap period which results in difficulties for RAN1 to move forward.] Since 30us TA difference is not typical scenario in reality, to simplify the issue RAN4 is considering reflecting in RAN4 in a general way that UE should comply with regulatory requirement and other requirements, possibly a note [or way forward], without additional test cases.
RAN4 would like to suggest RAN1 to consider UE transmission power within partial overlap period as an UE implementation issue at least in Rel-11.
