Introduction

The requirements in this clause are applicable for a UE:

-
in state RRC_CONNECTED
-
performing measurements with appropriate measurement gaps as defined in Clause 8.1.2.1.

-
that is synchronised to the cell that is measured.

The reported measurement result after layer 1 filtering shall be an estimate of the average value of the measured quantity over the measurement period. The reference point for the measurement result after layer 1 filtering is referred to as point B in the measurement model described in [25].

The accuracy requirements in this clause are valid for the reported measurement result after layer 1 filtering. The accuracy requirements are verified from the measurement report at point D in the measurement model having the higher layer filtering disabled.


For a UE supporting a band combination of E-UTRA carrier aggregation with one uplink carrier configuration, if there is a relaxation of receiver sensitivity ΔRIB,c as defined in TS36.101 [5] due to the CA configuration, the Io levels for the E-UTRAN measurement accuracy requirements defined in clause 9 associated with each downlink band shall be increased by the amount ΔRIB,c defined for the corresponding downlink band.

The above requirements considers only the impact of ΔRib,c on reference sensitivity relaxation without active component carriers.The reference sensitivity requirements with active component carriers are TBD.
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
