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1 Introduction

In last RAN4 #66bis meeting, the test case list for CA enhancement RRM requirements was discussed and approved in [1]. In this paper we give our further thinking on the necessity for Non-contention RACH test case for SCell.
2 Discussion
The primary role of the RACH procedure is to enable the eNodeB to estimate a UE’s transmission timing.

Based on the timing estimate by the preamble, the network transmits a timing advance command to adjust the terminal transmit timing. 
For uplink CA typically the SCell will be configured to different TAG from PCell if the PCell and SCell belong to different band due to the large propagation difference between them. However only uplink intra-band contiguous CA will be supported in R11. In this case with most probability that only one pTAG will be configured and the transmit timing of SCell can follow that of PCell.  The existing TA tests are enough given that a common TAG is assumed here.

Further development, adding dual UL inter band CA for 10+10 MHz and multiple TAG support (dual TAG) and associated TA tests, can be done in 3GPP rel-12. 

3 Conclusion

In this paper we present our thinking on SCell PRACH testing for CA enhancement. It is proposed that 
Proposal: The test cases of SCell PRACH can be introduced from R12.
