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1. Overall Description:

3GPP TSG GERAN WG1 would like to thank ETSI TC RT for providing their preferred way forward on introduction of the ER-GSM band, and in particular the method for specifying RF parameters of ER-GSM equipments.

Generally 3GPP TSG GERAN WG1 agrees that a coordinated network deployment will identify the best option for all involved parties to use the assigned frequency band in an efficient way, and that the discrimination between the coordinated and uncoordinated scenarios is valuable. In this respect, RF requirements following this approach (e.g. new clause 4.1.2.4 in TS 45.005) could be considered.
With regards to the CR submitted in GP-130401, 3GPP TSG GERAN WG1 would like to draw the attention of ETSI TC RT to the values of -18 dBm proposed in Table 5.1-2b “Exceptions to Blocking requirements” for ER-GSM 900 MS and small MS, in the band 912 MHz to 915 MHz. While it is reasonable to assume that some relaxation might be needed for implementation reasons (duplex gap reduced further), a potential coexistence issue could appear between a MS operating in 912-915 MHz (UL) blocking an ER-GSM MS (DL 918-921 MHz). This situation could be a potential interference case that should be avoided.
