1 Introduction 

In this document, we discuss the specification process for AAS and propose clarification on the steps that should be followed in RAN4 for the AAS WI.

2 Discussion

In the WID [1], the new specification proposed for AAS is:

Active Antenna System (AAS) Base Station (BS) transmission and reception
Furthermore, it is also noted in the WID the following:

NOTE: The specifications for single RAT capable BS supporting UTRA or E-UTRA and MSR BS will be determined later with reference to the agreements in the ongoing Study Item for BS specification structure.
From [2], for single RAT capable BS and /or MSR BS, the affected specifications are listed as:

Therefore, given that in [2] the proposed further analysis is based on the Alternative 3a where the single RAT specification is duplicated in the possibly new 37.xxx New BS specification structure, it is clear and unambiguous that existing R12 single RAT specifications continue to be developed in Release 12. Consequently, any new AAS specifications shall be implemented in all the affected specifications given in the Table above.

Furthermore, it has also been pointed out in [3] the regulatory considerations that must be abided by different operators in the different regions. In the case of US region, single RAT requirements continue to be enforced. 

3 Conclusion   

In this contribution, we discuss and clarify the specifications applicability for AAS and showed that, based on the WI description and the recently approved BS specification structure WI, all single RAT specifications and MSR specifications that are impacted by AAS shall be implemented and maintained.

Proposal: Release 12 AAS specifications impact shall be implemented in both single-RAT and MSR related specifications.
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
