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1 Introduction
In this contribution, we propose the out-of-band blocking requirement for CA Class B, which is also covering CA_27B. 

A text proposal on in-band blocking for UE CA Class B is provided for TR 36.838 [1].
2 Discussion

The maximum aggregated bandwidth for CA class C is 40MHz, but the out-of-band requirement for CA class C keeps the same as that for single carrier of 20MHz channel bandwidth due to possible duplexer rejection since out-of-band band blocking is defined for an unwanted CW interfering signal falling more than 15 MHz below or above the UE receive band. For CA Class B, its aggregated bandwidth shall be no larger than 20MHz, therefore it is proposed to define out-of-band blocking requirement the same as that for single carrier of 20MHz bandwidth in Rel-8. 

In this paper, we propose to specify out-of-band blocking requirement for CA Class B.

6.2.x Blocking characteristics

6.2.x.2 Out-of-band blocking

For intra-band contiguous carrier aggregations the downlink SCC shall be configured at nominal channel spacing to the PCC with the PCC configured closest to the uplink band. Downlink PCC and SCC are both activated. The uplink output power shall be set as specified in Table 6.2.x.2-1 with the uplink configuration set according to Table 7.3.1A-1 in TS 36.101 for the applicable carrier aggregation configuration. 

The UE shall fulfil the minimum requirement in presence of an interfering signal specified in Tables 6.2.x.2-1 and Tables 6.2.x.2-2 being on either side of the aggregated signal.
