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1. Overall Description:

RAN4 has introduced FDD Band 31 in TS 36.101 Rel-12. Due to the restricted bandwidth of only 5 MHz this band was missing coverage of performance tests (demodulation, CSI, RRM) defined mainly for 10 MHz. For this purpose RAN4 has defined new additional tests with 5 MHz, which are applicable only to Band 31 (TS 36.101 Subclauses 8.1.2.1, 9.1.1.1, TS 36.133 Annex A.3.7). As such these tests have been introduced only in the Rel-12 versions of TS 36.101 (clauses 8, 9) and TS 36.133, which has no precedent so far. 

RAN4 has also decided – as usually with bands – that Band 31 is a release independent band as defined in TS 36.307 Clause 43, starting from Rel-8. 

Knowing the practice of RAN5 in defining separate tests for different releases, if requirements differ across differernt releases of 36.101 and 36.133, as is the case with the new 5 MHz requirements, RAN4 would like to inform RAN5, that the additional performance tests for 5 MHz shall be considered as release independent and be applicable from release 8 and onwards.
This LS does not cover the test applicability issue related to single or multiple band support by the UE.
