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1. Overall Description:

TSG RAN WG4 would like to thank TSG GERAN WG1 for the LS on ER-GSM CRs and for the continuous consideration of RAN4 opinion in the work item on “Introduction of ER-GSM band for R-GSM”. GERAN1 has asked RAN4 to provide feedback, if any, on the CRs introducing the frequency band and RF parameters for both MS and BTS to define ER-GSM system operation.

TSG RAN WG4 would like to thank ECC PT1 for the LS on UTRA parameters for ER-GSM study. ECC PT1 has asked RAN4 feedback on the following two parameters and assumptions used by GERAN 1 in the determination of ER-GSM BS output power for uncoordinated deployment case:

1) The assumption of 11 dB/MHz UMTS/LTE BS duplexer attenuation and 6 dB/MHz GSM BS duplexer attenuation from 918,2 MHz to 921 MHz
2) MCL = 67 dB between ER-GSM BS and GSM/UMTS/LTE BS for uncoordinated case
ECC PT1 also seeks the view of 3GPP experts on the likelihood of an MCL value of 51 dB between ER-GSM BS and MFCN BS.
2. Response to actions:

RAN4 would like to provide the following clarifications regarding the parameters and assumptions used by GERAN 1, based on 3GPP RAN TRs, in the determination of ER-GSM BS output power for uncoordinated deployment case, in particular regarding the second assumption mentioned in ECC PT1 LS: 

· Assumption used by GERAN1: MCL = 67 dB between ER-GSM BS and GSM/UMTS/LTE BS for uncoordinated case

As observed in ECC PT1 LS, the MCL value of 67 dB is taken from 3GPP TR 25.942 where a BS to BS separation distance of 288,5 m is used for two uncoordinated cellular networks in the 2 GHz band. Nevertheless, regarding the question in ECC PT1 LS, RAN4 considers that an MCL value of 51 dB between ER-GSM BS and MFCN BS is a reasonable assumption for urban area at 900MHz.
In addition, these assumptions are only relevant for uncoordinated Macro-Macro deployment and do not cover other deployment scenarios such as the case of uncoordinated Macro-Micro deployment scenarios from different operators in particular ER-GSM as Macrocells and UTRA/LTE as Microcells. For Such scenario the distance between the aggressor and the victim is much less and assume different kind of network layout. The assumptions for such deployment scenarios are captured in TR 25.942 (section 5.1.3.2) & TR 37.809 (section 6.3.1.2).
4. Actions:
To GERAN1 and ECC PT1
RAN4 kindly asks GERAN1 and ECC PT1 to take the above information into account. 
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
