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Introduction and background
There are currently two SIs in relation to the specification of a new band in 3GPP including the MSS spectrum, 1980-2010/2170-2200MHz [1,2]. In both these SIs the following items are being considered:

1. The specification of a band as a terrestrial band 
In [1] it is clarified that “This study addresses only the case of a terrestrial LTE network” and in [2] it is stated that the purpose of the SI is “to harmonize the efficient use of these bands for terrestrial IMT”
2. Co-existence with Band 34

3. The channel arrangement

As the spectrum under consideration and all the issues to be resolved are the same, a single channel arrangement should be specified for Region 1 and Region 3 to avoid fragmentation.

Proposal
It is proposed to specify a common channel arrangement for Region 1 and Region 3.
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
