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1 Introduction
In Rel-12 the dual connectivity is introduced to improve the system throughput by allowing UE to be connected and communicate via multiple CGs. In this contribution, we would like to analyze the impact of introduction of dual connectivity on the BS demodulation performance requirements.
2 Discussion and Proposal
In Dual connectivity, UE is required to support 2 UL transmissions simultaneously. From the base station aspect, there is no change of physical layer channel and signalling. The base station should decode the data from UE either as MeNB or SeNB. There is no change of BS receiving implementation and decoding algorithms.
To support dual connectivity, BS should support CA and TDD FDD CA. There are already requirements for them.
Therefore, we propose that

· Proposal: No new BS demodulation requirements and conformance tests should be introduced for Dual connectivity.
