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1. Introduction
A note on TDD co-location requirement has been discussed for two meetings. In this contribution, we discuss the different text between transmitter part and receiver part and propose to align each other. 
2. Discussion 
Different clarifications on TDD BS co-location requirement exist in BS transmitter part and BS receiver part in current 36-series and 37-series specifications. For transmitter the co-location requirements are defined in Clause 6.6.4 Transmitter spurious emissions. And the general note clarifies that no special co-location requirements is defined for synchronized TDD base stations. For receiver only a special case, band 42 co-location with band 43, is mentioned in Clause 7.6. It means that other TDD bands except band 42 and band 43, when the base stations are synchronized, there is no co-location requirement for TX side but do have for RX side. Hence we think it is better to align each other in the specification.
====Note in Clause 6.6.4 of 36.104===
NOTE 3:
 Co-located TDD base stations that are synchronized and using the same or adjacent operating band can transmit without special co-locations requirements. For unsynchronized base stations, special co-location requirements may apply that are not covered by the 3GPP specifications. 

====Note in Clause 7.6 of 36.104===
NOTE 1: 
Except for a BS operating in Band 13, these requirements do not apply when the interfering signal falls within any of the supported uplink operating band or in the 10 MHz immediately outside any of the supported uplink operating band.
For a BS operating in band 13 the requirements do not apply when the interfering signal falls within the frequency range 768-797 MHz. 


For BS operating in Band 42 or 43, the requirements do not apply when the interfering signal falls within the Band 42 or 43 uplink operating bands and the Base Stations are synchronized.
In receiver blocking requirement, the explanation for band 42 or band 43 is put within Note1 which is mainly talking about the applied frequency domain of interfering signal. Our preference is to add a separate Note to clarify the situation for synchronized TDD BS as transmitter requirements do.

NOTE X:  Co-located TDD base stations that are synchronized and using the same or adjacent operating band can receive without co-locations requirements. For unsynchronized base stations, special co-location requirements may apply that are not covered by the 3GPP specifications.

3. Conclusion
In the paper we list and discuss the different clarifications on TDD BS co-location requirement.  We propose to align each other in the specification and we will provide co-responding CRs if the proposal is approved by the group.
Proposal: it is proposed to align clarifications on TDD BS co-location requirement for transmitter part and receiver part. 
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
