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1 Introduction
In RAN4#72 we summarized the remaining issues of AAS WI Rel-12 and prioritized them [1].  This paper updates the status of the open issues and the prioritisation based on the progress made in RAN4#72. Suggested actions for future meetings are also provided.
2 Status and suggested actions for the open issues as prioritized
1. The conducted requirements for operating band unwanted emissions and spurious emissions. 
1. Covered by Way forward [2]. Actions required are:

1. Prepare a TP and update the TR to include the agreed open issues with the definition of N to be decided.

2. Reach agreement on the definition and if required the value or range of N which may vary with the number of transmit antenna ports corresponding to the configured MIMO transmission mode of the AAS BS.
2. Conducted Tx IMD requirements [3].
1. Measurement results are presented. Actions required are: Text proposals are needed to close this issue.
There is a need to explain the impact of coupling on system performance when high level of coupling is expected due to low isolation between antennas

3.   Intra-system coupling issues. [3]
1. Scenarios identified. Actions required: Text proposals are needed as a decision on this issue based on further analyses and comments from this meeting.

1. RX requirements.
