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Introduction
The MSS band for Complementary Ground Components (CGCs) deployment in Region 1 was studied in TR 37.846. A new WID was started in RAN #65 for MSS + B1 with 2 x 90 MHz introduction in Europe. Looking at the European Parliament decision for MSS complementary ground plane usage the 2 x 90 MHz MSS + B1 seems not to follow current regulations.
ECC regulatory recommendation
In TR 37.846 we observe that the 2 x 90 MHz band implementation was not discussed with respect to EC decision for the MSS band. Beside this a WID has been started in RAN #65, RP-141710 with 2 x 90 MHz. The WID proposal although contains:

Address regulatory issues applicable to deploying the proposed band in applicable countries in Region 1 in the 3GPP specifications.


In Decision No 626/2008/EC of the European Parliament a definition and common condition for the national authorization of CGCs can be found in Article 8, [1]:

	Any national authorisations issued for the operation of complementary ground components of mobile satellite systems in the 2 GHz frequency band shall be subject to the following common conditions:

(a) operators shall use the assigned radio spectrum for the provision of complementary ground components of mobile satellite systems;

(b) complementary ground components shall constitute an integral part of a mobile satellite system and shall be controlled by the satellite resource and network management mechanism; they shall use the same direction of transmission and the same portions of frequency bands as the associated satellite components and shall not increase the spectrum requirement of the associated mobile satellite system;

(c) independent operation of complementary ground components in case of failure of the satellite component of the associated mobile satellite system shall not exceed 18 months;

(d) rights of use and authorisations shall be granted for a period of time ending no later than the expiry of the authorization of the associated mobile satellite system.


We observe that the CGC shall be part of the mobile satellite system and shall be controlled by the satellite resource and management system. From this we understand that the satellite component and the CGC cannot be considered / specified separately. 
There is also the statement that the CGC in case of failure of the satellite component shall be limited to 18 month operation, this adds another aspect as part of the “new” 2×90 MHz could be then no longer used, which shows the CGC dependency on the satellite connection.
We also note that MSS and how it shall be used for Complementary Ground Component (CGC) is currently discussed in the EC COCOM (Communications Committee), [2]. 
Defining CGC part for larger than 2×30 MHz seems to be not beneficial to MSS in Region 1 and therefore we suggest:
· Proposal 1: Change the WID to specify the MSS band with 2x30MHz in the 3GPP specifications for Region 1
If proposal 1 is not acceptable we recommend sending an LS to the relevant groups in the EU and at CEPT to inform about 3GPP plans and ask for guidance:
· Proposal 2: To send LS to the EU Radio Spectrum Committee and CEPT ECC informing about 3GPP plans to specify the MSS band with 2x90 MHz for Region 1and ask for feedback on this and the current status on the MSS band for CGC usage in Europe.
Summary

For the WID “2 GHz LTE Band for Region 1” we propose:
· Proposal 1: Change the WID to specify the MSS band with 2x30MHz in the 3GPP specifications for Region 1
· Proposal 2: To send LS to the EU Radio Spectrum Committee and CEPT ECC informing about 3GPP plans to specify the MSS band with 2x90 MHz for Region 1and ask for feedback on this and the current status on the MSS band for CGC usage in Europe.
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
