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1  Introduction

In the last RAN4#72 meeting, the issues of how to organise AAS specification work, how/when to proceed with the specification drafting task and what is the AAS specification structure were discussed in [1] – [5]. In the end, a way forward was formulated in [6]. However, it was not agreed due to lack of time to converge proponent’s views. 
Furthermore, two main options on how to implement the AAS requirements were provided in the agreed way forward in [7], which simply stated as implementing AAS requirements either in the existing specifications or in the newly created specifications.  

Given the latest AAS decisions in [8] and the need to complete the Rel-12 AAS specifications, the following way forward was proposed. 
2 Way Forward
The proposed way forward aims to complete Task No.7 in [8], which consists of:

· decision on how to organise AAS specifications 

· decision on AAS specification structure to be adopted, and 

· implementation of AAS requirements in the specifications 

The proposed way forward also builds upon the commonly agreeable proposals in [6] and [7]. 

Based on above, the following way forwards (WFs) were agreed: 
WF 1: Work on AAS specification organisation should be finalised in RAN4#72bis and RAN4#73. 

WF 1.1: A baseline AAS specification skeleton should be finalised and captured in the TR or a draft Tdoc that is submitted for information in this meeting.   

WF 1.2: AAS RF core requirements shall be implemented in the new AAS specification skeleton as per agreement in WF 1.1. Work on AAS conformance test requirements implementation can be performed in parallel or later.  

WF 2: A final specification structure will be selected in RAN4#73.

WF 3: Work on implementation of AAS RF core requirements in the AAS specification shall start from RAN4#72bis onwards. Specification drafting session and assignment of lead for generating TPs into section(s) of AAS specification should be adopted to facilitate the work. 
WF 3.1: Provision of requirement texts for each of the AAS requirements shall be based on the identified AAS requirements in TR 37.842.  
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
