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1 Introduction

There has been extensive discussion on this topic [1]-[6] leading to it being listed in [7] as one of the priorities in this meeting:

· Specification organization and requirements, and implementation of core requirements on the specification.

Separately, in [1] the following options were agreed:

· Study the following 2 options

· Option 1: Radiated core requirements for AAS are specified in a new core specification and the corresponding test method and conformance requirements are specified in a new conformance specification.

· Option 2: Implement the AAS requirements in existing specifications.

· Requirements for AAS should cover UTRA, E-UTRA, and MSR AAS BS.
Given the lack of progress since [1], we propose in this contribution text proposal to the TR to reflect on the commonalities these two options have in terms of objectives.

 Overview

The organization of the AAS specifications shall fulfill the following objectives: 

· Ease of Compliance: Clearly defined steps for an AAS BS to comply with the necessary specifications. As an example, it can be declaration of compliance to new TS 1x.1xx or to the relevant sections of the existing 25/36/37 series specifications; 
· Clarity of Legacy requirements: The legacy BS requirements that are unaffected due to AAS and the legacy requirements that need to be adapted or revised due to AAS shall be unambiguous.
