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1. Introduction

E-UTRA ACLR for the Band 41 high power UE has been discussed extensively.  The motivation for E-UTRA ACLR is to provide protection to an E-UTRA deployment in the adjacent channel.  This contribution discusses UTRA ACLR and proposes that the requirement is not necessary for Band 41.
2. Discussion  
E-UTRA ACLR has been one of the more important and controversial aspects of the high power UE study item [1].  The reason is that the ACLR requirement provides a degree of protection to a network deployed in the adjacent channel and a number of system coexistence simulations have been provided to justify the appropriate E-UTRA ACLR requirement.  However, there has so far not been any discussion of UTRA ACLR.  UTRA ACLR has been defined in the 3GPP specifications to provide protection against a UTRA network deployed in the adjacent channel.  Both high chip rate 3.84 Mcps UTRA as well as low chip rate 1.28 Mcps UTRA ACLR specifications are defined in TS 36.101 where the HCR requirement applies for paired bands and the LCR requirement applies for unpaired bands.  Since Band 41 is a TDD unpaired band, the LCR requirement would apply.
However, it is recognized that there is no TD-SCDMA (LCR UTRA) systems deployed in Band 41 or its subset Band 38.  As far as the author is aware, there is no intention to deploy TD-SCDMA in this band either.  In fact, TS 25.102 only defines TDD UTRA operation in Band 38, not in Band 41.  Therefore, the UTRA ACLR requirement is unnecessary and does not serve any purpose in Band 41.  In fact, it represents an additional design constraint and additional test burden that does not provide any benefit.  A similar discussion during the specification of Band 46 led to not including the UTRA ACLR requirements since it was anticipated that there would be no UTRA deployment at 5 GHz and therefore the requirement was unncessary.  Therefore, it is proposed to remove this requirement from Band 41.  Two options can be considered.  The first option is to remove applicability of UTRA ACLR requirements from Band 41 in a similar way that such requirements are not levied on Band 46.  The second option, if it is desired to preserve legacy requirements, is to remove the UTRA ACLR requirements from Band 41 only for class 2 devices.

3. Conclusion
It has been discussed that UTRA ACLR in Band 41 is unncessary since there is no existing or anticipated UTRA deployment in the band.  Therefore, it is proposed that the UTRA ACLR requirement can be removed.
Proposal:  Remove the UTRA ACLR1 and UTRA ACLR2 requirements from Band 41.


or

Alternate proposal:  Do not define UTRA ALCR1 and UTRA ACLR2 requirements for class 2 operation in Band 41.
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
