BS specific 
8.2.1
Operating band unwanted emissions
2.6 GHz SDL band for Region 1 is defined over the same frequency range as TDD Band 38. Also, Band 38 is specified for its use in Europe. Therefore, the same unwanted emission limits apply.

A single spectrum emission mask applies to all bands in TS 37.104 and thus no modification is needed in this TS. The following change applies to Clause 6.6.3 of TS 36.104:

For E-UTRA BS operating in Bands 1, 2, 3, 4, 7, 10, 22, 25, 30, 33, 34, 35, 36, 37, 38, 39, 40, 41, 42, 43, 45, 65, 66, [69] emissions shall not exceed the maximum levels specified in Tables 6.6.3.2.1-4 to 6.6.3.2.1-6:

Additional spurious emissions requirements
To ensure sufficient protection for co-existence with [69], the same limits as for the other E-UTRA bands BS shall be specified for Band [69] in Clause 6.6.4.3 of TS 36.104 and Clause 6.6.4.5.4 of TS 36.141. The same modifications are needed in Clause 6.6.1.3 of TS 37.104 and Clause 6.6.1.5.5 of TS 37.141.
