 Figure above provides results with no repetition. As mentioned in [1], reset of CE after UL/DL transition is applied. Ideal CCH is assumed, and up to 3 HARQ retransmissions are utilized.
3	TM9 simulation results
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Figure above provides results with TBS=152bits. As mentioned in [1], no cross-SF CE is assumed, and ideal CCH result is assumed. No HARQ retransmission is used. We used frequency hopping parameters given in Table 3 of [3].
Observation 1: 8 Repetitions look to be OK if target SNR=-6dB for TM9 (TBS=152bits).
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Figure above provides results with TBS=504bits. As mentioned in [1], no cross-SF CE is assumed, and ideal CCH result is assumed. No HARQ retransmission is used. We used frequency hopping parameters given in Table 3 of [3].

3	TM2 simulation results
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 Figure above provides results with ETU1. Ideal CCH result is assumed, and no HARQ retransmission is used. We used frequency hopping parameters given in Table 3 of [3].
Observation 3: 128 Repetitions would be desirable if target SNR=-15dB for TM2 CE mode B test.
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 Figure above provides results with AWGN. Ideal CCH result is assumed, and no HARQ retransmission is used. 
5	Conclusion
In this contribution, we made the following observations.
Observation 1: 8 Repetitions look to be OK if target SNR=-6dB for TM9 (TBS=152bits).
Observation 2: 8 Repetitions look to be OK if target SNR=0dB for TM9 (TBS=504bits).
Observation 3: 128 Repetitions would be desirable if target SNR=-15dB for TM2 CE mode B test.
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
