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1. Introduction
During RAN4#79 text proposal R4-164969[1] was agreed capturing the outcome of the TRP and TRS minimum requirements and recommended performance for roaming bands for Beside Head and Hand UTRA FDD. Within the agreement several side conditions were captured to reflect recognised causes of additional loss not accurately accounted for within the requirements. Devices supporting carrier aggregation was one of these side conditions. 
2. Discussion
A note was included within the foot of the UTRA FDD TRP and TRS requirement tables to reflect the understanding that the captured requirements were not applicable to UMTS capable devices supporting “carrier aggregation”. 

The term as used in this context is intended to reflect additional losses associated with the support of carrier aggregation not accounted for in the captured requirements, and hence is applicable to devices supporting both UMTS aggregated carriers (e.g. dual carrier and multi-carrier) as well as LTE carrier aggregation.

However it is noted that as the phrase “carrier aggregation” is not often used in respect to UMTS dual carrier or multi-carrier support and is more typically used when referring to LTE carrier aggregation configurations. It is possible that the exception as captured by the note may therefore be considered to be applicable to UTRA FDD capable devices supporting only LTE carrier aggregation as opposed to supporting either UMTS aggregated carrier configurations or LTE carrier aggregation or both.
It is proposed to clarify that the exception condition “carrier aggregation” as captured in the note(s) in the relevant UTRA FDD tables applies to aggregated carriers in either or both technology cases in order to avoid any possible future confusion. 
We therefore propose to amend “carrier aggregation” to “aggregated carriers (e.g. multi-carrier HSPA, LTE Carrier Aggregation).” in the respective notes in the relevant tables of TS 37.144. We have prepared a CR [3] to R4#80 to capture this.

3. Conclusions and recommendations

It is proposed that RAN4#80 agrees to amend “carrier aggregation” to “aggregated carriers (e.g. multi-carrier HSPA, LTE Carrier Aggregation).” in the respective notes of the relevant tables of TS 37.144, and agrees the associated proposed CR in R4-166436 [3]
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
