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1. Introduction

The performance enhancement for high speed scenario has been discussed for several meetings and there are considerable progress both in UE demodulation and RRM enhancement. Considering that there is market demand for the HST enhancement feature, it is better to apply this feature to the earlier release. This contribution provides discussion on this issue.
2. Discussion 
There is an urgent time-to-market demand for the high speed scenario performance enhancement solution. In order to meet the market requirement, it is recommended to apply this feature to the earlier release in a release independent manner.

Proposal 1: it is proposed to apply the high speed scenario performance enhancement feature to the earlier release in a release independent manner.

As for from which release the high speed scenario performance enhancement solution are applicable, it is proposed to support this feature from release 12 and onwards considering the chipset design.
Proposal 2: it is proposed to support high speed scenario performance enhancement feature from release 12 and onwards.

According to the above discussion, we provide the text proposal for introduction of high speed scenario performance enhancement feature in TS 36.307 as follows.

1. Scope

The present document specifies requirements on UEs supporting a frequency band and inter-band/intra-band CA configurations that are independent of release. The present document also defines requirements for 4RX antenna port requirements and high speed scenario performance enhancement requirements that are independent of release.

3A.2 Other features

Features other than frequency bands and CA configurations can also be implemented independent of release, as listed in Tables 3A.2-1. 

4 Rx compliant Rel-10 UE that supports 4 Rx reception and declares compliance to 4 Rx requirements shall comply with RF requirements, UE demodulation and CSI requirements as specified in the Annex-C.1 and Annex-C.2 of TS 36.307 in the release that the feature was introduced.

High speed scenario performance enhancement compliant Rel-12 UE that supports high speed scenario performance enhancement solution and declares compliance to high speed scenario performance enhancement requirements shall comply with RRM requirements, demodulation and CSI requirements as specified in the Annex-C.x and Annex-C.y of TS 36.307 in the release that the feature was introduced.
