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1. Introduction
This contribution is focused on the specification of BS transmitter RF requirements in terms of additional emission limits and on coexistence aspects.
2. Discussion 
For specification of SDL band unwanted emission limits for protection of MSS service, the initial assumption to have the 3 MHz guard band covering the 1517-1520 MHz frequency range has been taken into account [2-3]. For the specification of protection limits for EESS what stated in [1] was considered.
Proposal 1: Additional unwanted emission limits for E-UTRA SDL operating band for protection of adjacent band services (EESS and MSS) are reported in Table 1.

Observation 1: In certain regions, the same declared unwanted emission within and outside 1452-1492 MHz [4] as already specified for operating band 32 may apply to E-UTRA SDL L-Band.

With reference to coexistence requirements this new SDL L-band should protect the new FDD and TDD bands, also under 3GPP specifications in L-Band frequency range, and existing bands (B11, B21, B32 and 45) specified in portions of this L-Band, and vice-versa.  
Observation 2: The new SDL band should be included in the coexistence requirements of band 11, 21, 32, 45 and the new bands that will be specified in L-band, and vice versa, specified as BS Spurious emissions limits for E-UTRA BS for co-existence with systems operating in other frequency bands. 
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
