Introduction

This clause defines a principle which is applicable to test cases verifying RRM requirements for further mobility enhancement.

A.3.x.2
Principle of Testing
In Annex A there are individual test cases for RACH-less handover, Make-Before-Break handover and the combination of Make-Before-Break and RACH-less handover. If the UE can support both RACH-less handover and Make-Before-Break handover, then from UE performance point of view the test coverage can be considered fulfilled by executing only the combination of Make-Before-Break and RACH-less handover test case.
