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Introduction
During RAN4#81 meeting a WF on hybrid requirements for eAAS was approved R4-1610805. 
In this contribution we make a TP based on NEC proposal on the hybrid requirements for eAAS. 
Discussion

During the RAN4#81 meeting the following WF [1] is agreed on hybrid requirements for eAAS.
When the full OTA AAS requirements are introduced there for AAS BS which retain a conducted interface there will be a set of hybrid requirements (mixture of conducted and radiated requirements)  which they can choose to apply . The format of the hybrid requirements is still under discussion. The following hybrid specifications have been identified and discussed

1. Use the existing REL13 requirements (i.e. full set of conducted requirements with 2 OTA requirements).

2. Have a new set of requirements with some of the conducted requirements as OTA requirements.

3. Have 2 or more hybrid options (including options 1 and 2).

4. Have a set of requirements where certain requirements may be either conducted or OTA not both.

Contributions further investigating the pro’s and con’s of each option as well as opinions of which solution is suitable are encouraged.

It is proposed in [2] to adopt some of the existing conducted requirements and their corresponding testing method in Rel 13 as “Complementary conducted requirements” for the AAS Rel 14 which can be chosen as optional to substitute their corresponding radiated requirements. Some requirements may use either conducted or OTA requirements not both. Additional RF parameters maybe selected as mandated OTA requirement only in eAAS Rel14, however this is FFS. Conformance testing either the OTA requirements in the new specifications or the corresponding conducted requirements in the AAS Rel13 specification is enough to verify compliance with exception to the RF parameters that are specified as mandatory OTA requirements only.

A TP based on this proposal is submitted for approval below.

Relationship to REL13 AAS conducted and radiated requirements
The radiated requirements for Rel 14AAS BS are based on AAS Rel 13 specifications which provide the same level of performance and protection as the release 13 AAS BS requirements do. Therefore, in principles the conducted requirements in the existing Rel 13 AAS specifications are complementary requirements and also applicable to AAS Rel 14. This implies hybrid requirements for AAS Rel 14 in which a mix of conducted and radiated requirements apply. Some RF parameters are selected as mandatory radiated requirements only, e.g. EIRP accuracy. If the requirements are not selected as mandatory radiated requirements, such requirements shall have conducted and radiated options. Either conducted or radiated option shall be applied. The selection of mandatory radiated only requirements is FFS. Conformance testing either the OTA requirements in Rel 14 specification or the corresponding conducted requirements in the AAS Rel 13 specifications is enough to verify compliance.
