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1 Introduction
In RAN4#81 the WF on the BS output power requirement [1] was approved, with the options for a hybrid requirement. As maintenance work is continuing on REL13 AAS specifications [2] and also many of the decisions on eAAS are being adopted for the NR BS RF below 6GHz, it is useful to capture the planned structure for the specification once the all OTA eAAS work has been completed.

This TP attempts to capture the agreements on the structure and how to handle the OTA and hybrid requiems in the updated specifications.
2 Discussion

The term hybrid specification has been widely used to imply a specification which has both OTA and conducted requirements, however this has yet to be formally defined. Hence the following is proposed:

Hybrid requirements set:
Complete set of requirements for an AAS BS with both a conducted interface and a radiated interface, with mandatory requirements for both.

OTA requirements set:

Complete set of OTA requirements for an AAS BS with only a radiated interface.

In addition in the eAAS TR 37.843 [3] it is useful to outline the structure of the modified specification which will incorporated both the hybrid requirements set(s) and the OTA requirements set. Clause 5 of the TS 37.105 [2] “Applicability of requirements”  is currently used to provide compliance matrices which define which requirements are needed for AAS BS with different capabilities for example:

Specification organization
The full OTA set of RF requirements will be added as additional sub-clauses to the existing radiated requirements in clauses 9 and 10 of the technical specification TS 37.105 [3].

The OTA performance requirements will be added as additional sub-clauses to the existing conducted performance requirements in section 8 of the technical specification TS 37.105 [3].

The updated specification will contain all the existing conducted requirements and also a full set of OTA requirements.

The requirements in TS 37.105 [3] in clauses 6,7,8,9,10 can be used to describe either an OTA requirements set or a  hybrid requirements set(s). There will be at least one hybrid requirement set which is the same as the existing AAS BS REL13 set of conducted and radiated requirements.

Clause 5 of the technical specification TS 37.105 [3]., “ Applicability of requirements” can be modified to define which sub-clauses are required to show compliance to either the OTA requirements set or the hybrid requirements set(s).
