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Introduction

In the last RAN plenary meeting, a new WI for NR was approved, where includes 4.4-4.99GHz frequency range as one of the proposed frequency ranges for NR. In this contribution, we propose how to specify a NR band for around 4.5GHz.

For around 4.5GHz, there are three spectrum blocks which would be allocated for NR in Japan and China as illustrated in Figure 1. As described in [1], commercial service in these spectra would start at around the same time. In addition, there are no technical issues on around 4.5GHz so far. Provided these situation, it is not reasonable to have three separate bands. In other words, it is natural to specify a single band to cover whole spectra, i.e. 4.4-4.99GHz.

Proposal: Specify a single band to cover 4.4-4.99GHz for around 4.5GHz in Rel-15 NR WI.
